Nokesville resident Wayne Presgraves and his
huge, green farm tractor with its vellow plow were at
work as early as 3:30AM Sunday, February 16, clearing
snow off Nokesuville's roads.

When the biggest snowstorm since 1996 hit the area,
Presgraves was ready for the call from the Virginia Department of
Transportation (VDOT), He was assigned a good portion of the
community's roads: Colvin Lane and its subdivisions; Valley View
Drive; Brookfield Drive; Farmwview and Minute Lanes and that
portion of Route 28; Aden Road; Marsteller and Skylark Drives
and Free Street. He kept those roads clear but was also called to
Manassas tp plow Piper Lane and Pennsylvania Avenue off Boute
28 near the bypass. Presgraves was then sent to Willlamson
Boulevard {Hampton [nn area) and Portsmouth Road (Westgate), partly because his tractor could maneuver better than trucks in
S0IME areas.

Presgraves has contracted with VDOT for about ten years, a commitment which includes keeping a snow plow on his tractor
from Movember 15 through April 15.

Another Mokesville resident, Vaughn Butterfield, was called outto help in Manassas. Working from Friday evening February
14 through the following Friday, Butterfield used his farm tractor to assist clearing ramps, the bupass and Lomond Drive.

According to Fitz King, Superintendent at the VDOT Manassas Area Headquarters, in the July/August timeframe, VDOT
advertises in newspapers for operators with four-wheel drive vehicles, vehicles of one ton or more, and four-wheel drive farm tractors
with a minimum of a ten-foot snow blade to assist in snow removal operations in its four areas of responsibility in Prince William
County. Interested equipment operators contract with VDOT and are assigned areas, or maps. There are 30 to 40 maps in the VDOT-

Manassas area, Though the goal is to have one piece of equipment in each map, there is never enough but King said, “We seem to get
better each vear,”
